
 

Fellowship to Revise PhD Thesis (towards monograph/articles) 

 

Eligibility: Candidates should submit documentary proof of recommendation of award 

of PhD, or original PhD certificate. Thrust area will be Kerala Studies. In addition, 

candidates whose work has the potential to significantly contribute to social 

sciences/humanities may be considered according to the selection committee’s discretion. 

Applications: Applications will be invited once in every academic year. The candidates 

may submit the applications online as specified. Complete application should include 

1. Completed application form 

2. CV of the applicant 

3. Self-attested copy of proof of eligibility for award of PhD/ original PhD 

certificate 

4. Self-attested copy of proof of identity 

5. One page abstract of thesis (not more than 500 words) 

6. A proposal of 2500-3000 words that states how the candidate proposes to revise 

the thesis for publication. (The publication plan need not be restricted to 

monographs. It can be for articles, book chapters etc.)  

7. Self-attested copy of proof of eligibility for reservation.  
 

Evaluation: All proposals will be subjected to a plagiarism check. All incomplete 

applications and applications received after the deadline will be rejected. The decision 

of the Selection Committee will be final.
