Environmental history, and studies, 
is an extremely important area of 

investigation that is growing rapidly. Even 
though this is a relatively new area in India, 
a growing body of research publications 
dealing with a variety of different issues 
related to this is already available. It 
is urgent that Kerala scholars, be they 
historians or engaged in other areas in the 
humanities and social sciences, also begin 
to systematically address such themes. At 
a time when we are facing serious effects 
of planetary level climate changes, like the 
flood of 2018 in Kerala, our response, as 
concerned scholars should be to document 
and analyze such critical transformations. 
Studies in the field show us that the impact 
of the human – environment relationship 
that is at the heart of environmental 

Environmental 
studies and   
history

studies is vast and varied. From changing 
patterns and degradation of natural 
resources like land, forests, water and air; 
catastrophes like global warming, melting 
glaciers, wildfires, floods and unpredictable 
weather patterns; changing human – non 
human relationships, that include the 
disappearance and extinction of several 
plant and animal species; to the rampant 
inequality in the world caused by differential 
resource control are all significant aspects 
of environmental change and history. All 
these are manifest in some form or another 
in Kerala – where the increase of population 
pressure and misplaced policies on a 
small, and ecologically sensitive, region has 
resulted in economic choices that have had 
disastrous ecological consequences. That 
said, it should also be added that Kerala 

also has a rich history of environmental 
movements, of which those like the ‘Save 
Silent Valley’ that had the participation of 
large numbers of scientists and activists 
has left behind a rich legacy of awareness 
regarding environmental issues. It is 
only detailed documentation, including 
photographic, video, audio and interview 
material, which can create an archive that 
can be used for studying environmental 
issues and histories. Such databases 
could also be used for creating awareness 
amongst a wide range of people, from 
children to policy makers.

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KCHR PROJECT UPDATES

KCHR signed a Memorandum of 
Understanding (MoU) of the project, 

Cosmos Malabaricus with Leiden University 
(LU) and the National Archives (NA) of 
Netherlands on the 21st of April 2022  in the 
presence of the Honourable Chief Minister, 
Pinarayi Vijayan, Dr. R. Bindu, Minister for 
Higher Education, Government of Kerala 
and Marten Van den Berg, Ambassador of 
Netherlands in India.  The Project deals 
mainly with 18th century Dutch documents 
regarding Malabar which are considered 
the most extensive and detailed source 
of information about the early modern 
(1643-1852) political, socio-economic, and 
cultural history of Keralam. As part of the 
project, students from Kerala will have 
the opportunity to pursue MA programme 
at Leiden University, while those from 
the Netherlands will have internship 
opportunities at the KCHR. In addition 
to student and scholar exchanges, KCHR 
and Leiden University (in cooperation with 
the National Archives of Netherlands) will 
organize each year a two-week summer 
school at KCHR or Leiden University on (a)

the history of Keralam and (b) the Dutch 
sources on Keralam. The last summer 
school will take the form of a major 
international conference at KCHR in which 
the achievements of the  Project will be 
presented and discussed. During the last 
three years of the program, KCHR and 

Leiden University Press will publish five 
translated source publications (both in print 
and online). Sree Sankaracharya University 
of Sanskrit (SSUS) Kalady will support and 
facilitate certain aspects of the MoU at the 
Kerala end.

She was the wife of 
Chalakuzhy Paulose Matthen (1890-1960) 
a pioneer banker in the princely state of 
Travancore and the founder-director of 
the Quilon Bank, which merged with the 
Travancore National Bank in 1937 to form 
the Travancore National and Quilon Bank.  
Eliamma Matthen was a voracious reader 
and read beyond religion. She was well 
versed with art and music. Her diaries throw 
light on socio-political life in the princely 
state and the hardships, she and her family 
faced when the Travancore National and 
Quilon Bank was liquidated in 1939, by  
C.P. Ramaswamy Iyer, the Diwan of 
Travancore and her husband were 
imprisoned.

KCHR initiates historical research on 
slavery in the Indian Ocean in which 

we observe the presence of Malabar 
slaves, many of them have come from 
the traditional slave castes of Kerala. 
It is a known fact that slaves from the 
Malabar Coast were taken out through the 
Indian Ocean network of trade during the 
Portuguese and Dutch Periods. The Cape 
Colony archival records in South Africa 
which was an outpost of the Dutch bear 
testimony to the fact that Malabar slaves 
entered there as commodities transacted. 
Scholars in South Africa have evinced 
interest in developing such a project. The 
significance of the proposed work lies in 
the fact that we are yet to have substantial 
research on the slave routes of the Indian 
Ocean in which slaves from Kerala were 
transacted. The proposed project envisages 
working along with historians and other 
Social Scientists working in the broad area 
of slavery at the University of Cape Town 
and the University of Western Cape.

this collection of essays in 2016. It is an excellent example of the 
wide range of Prof. Panikkar’s intellectual interest.

The students of the course are presently 
engaged with various old scripts 

especially North Indian Brahmi, Tamil 
Brahmi, Vattezhuthu, Kolezhuthu, and 
Grandha with the guidance and supervision 
of experts like Professor M.R. Raghava Varier, 
Course Honorary Director, Dr. Ravishankar, 
Retired Director, ASI Epigraphy Branch 
Mysore, Dr. V. Selvakumar, Tamil University, 
Thanjavur, Dr. E. Sreejith, S.A.R.B.T.M Govt.

In Voices of Dissent: An Essay, Romila 
Thapar looks at the articulation of 

nonviolent dissent and relates it to various 
pivotal moments throughout India’s history. 
Beginning with Vedic times, she takes us 
from the second to the first millennium 
BCE, to the emergence of groups that were 
jointly called the Shramanas - the Jainas, 
Buddhists, and Ajivikas.

As Gandhi came to be increasingly influential in the movement for 
Indian independence, the presentation explored how one word 

surges to prominence in his vocabulary—swadeshi.  While the word 
was scarcely new, Gandhi gives it a distinctive twist - for him, it is 
the aspiration to what he calls a ‘non-violent nationalism’. Thinking 
especially but not exclusively with Gandhi, the presentation also 
explored the stakes of “non-violent nationalism” both in his times 
and ours.  The speaker suggested that what most characterizes 
such nationalism is a skeptical though not antagonistic relation 
with the nation-state, as with the sovereignty-centered liberty that 
the citizens of such a nation-state exercise - liberty centered around 
rights and duties.  Instead, he argued, non-violent nationalism 
involves what could be called a political friendship, or, more 
specifically, a democratic neighbourliness: a conception of place 
centered around the equality of neighbours. The paper tracked how 
Gandhi conceptualises the figure of the neighbour, and explores the 
relation of this neighbourliness with the nation-state.

The talk addressed the questions of when does sound becomes 
public and how does it alter space and the ways we inhabit it. 

The speaker explored the distinction between private and public 
when it comes to sonic expression and reception and how the 
sacral sound complicates the distinction. These questions were 
addressed in the specific context of Gandhi and his intervention in 
the ‘Music before Mosques’ controversy during the 1920s. It also 
explored the ways in which Gandhi viewed sonic practices as part of 
both satyagrahi practices, an avowedly political activity as well as a 
seraphic pursuit to cultivate the moral self. Admittedly for Gandhi, 
the personal was political and ethical and therefore, it was not 
always easy to iron out a coherent and consistent discursive position 
on the issue. However, the speaker pointed out that a close reading 
of Gandhi’s ideas on the subject of sound and sound management 
offers a useful lens to explore the complexity of the symbolic politics 
played around sound that was not simply about “the private and the 
public” but about the redefining of tradition and the constitution of 
its essential elements that could be safe-guarded by law.

The event began with a brief introductory 
remark by two of the editors, Professor 

Patricia Hayes and Professor Premesh 
Lalu on the book which addresses 
emancipatory narratives from two main 
sites in the colonial world, the Indian 
and Southern African subcontinents. 
Exploring how love and revolution 
interrelate, the discussant, Professor 
Udayakumar observed that this volume 
is unique in drawing on theories of affect 
to interrogate histories of the political, 
thus interlinking love and revolution. 
The chapters engage with the affinities of 
those who live with their colonial pasts: 
the crisis of expectations, colonial national 
convulsions, memories of anti-colonial 
solidarity, and even shared radical libraries. 
Professor Sanil pointed out how the book 
calls attention to the specific and singular 
way in which notions of love of the world 
were born in a precise moment of anti-

colonial struggle: a love of the world for 
which one would offer one’s life, and for 
which there had been little precedent in 
the history of earlier revolutions. It thus 
offers new ways of understanding the 

shifts in global traditions of emancipation 
over two centuries. After the discussion, 
the editors, Professor G. Arunima, 
Professor Patricia Hayes, and Professor 
Premesh Lalu responded to the queries.
